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Project Ideas

Coordinate a Student/Teacher Sport Event
Students and teachers compete in a sporting event.  During half time, consider having the 
football team be the cheerleaders.  Charge admission to the event.  Think about refreshments, 
as well.  Try to get food items donated from local businesses to keep costs low.  

Duct Tape an Administrator
Sell strips of duct tape to students who wish to tape the principal or teacher to the flag pole on campus during the lunch hour!
Hold a School Marathon
It could be anything from jump rope, dancing, walking, jogging… the rules are always the same.  Reserve the school’s gymnasium and ask a local DJ to donate services.  Have students obtain pledges from relatives and friends and ask local business to make cash donations or to donate food or gifts to use as door prizes for the participants.  Think of fun activities like the hokey pokey, limbo, etc.  The student who raises the most money may receive a special prize.  

Announce a Dress Down Day

If your school has a dress code, find out if students can contribute a small fee to wear casual clothes for the day.  Teachers can participate in Dress Down Day too!

Sell Make-A-Wish Stars

For $1, students can buy a star and write their name on it.  The stars are then hung in the school.  Contact Julia at Make-A-Wish for stars.  

Give a Holiday Donation

Instead of exchanging gifts at holiday parties, make donations to Make-A-Wish® in honor of students and coworkers.

Plan a Benefit Concert or Talent Show

Invite local talents or students to perform in a benefit concert.  Charge an admission fee for tickets and consider a refreshment stand as well.  Invite the community, too.

Hold a Dress Down Day

Students with a dress code in their school can contribute a small fee to wear casual clothes to school for the day.  Staff can participate in dress down day as well.

Hold a Pumpkin Sale
Try to get pumpkins donated from a local business and sell them at your school.  Make it an evening of fun and include a carving party, hayride, and costume contest.

Other Things to Consider

Add a fundraiser to something your school already participates in: Homecoming, Proficiency Week, Pep Assemblies, Right to Read Week, Red Ribbon Week, Prom Promise.

Compete In a Penny War
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Each grade level competes against others to collect the most pennies.  Students are encouraged to put nickels, dimes, and quarters in other grades’ containers in order to get the corresponding amount of pennies subtracted from the other grades’ total counts.

Pie-in-the-Face

Sell $1 raffle tickets for a chance to throw a whip cream pie at the face of your favorite teacher at the next assembly or sporting event.
Flower Sales
Sell flowers for Secretaries Day, Valentines Day, corsages for Easter, green carnations for St. Patrick’s Day, etc… (balloon bouquets can also been done on all or selective holidays.)

Candy Grams

For 50 cents, kids write messages to friends and teachers that are delivered during the day.  Each message is accompanied by a piece of candy (candy canes work great in December!)  Candy grams work especially well around a holiday.

Lottery Eggs
Take about 100 plastic Easter eggs (or any inexpensive containers) and place a few fun prizes or a $5 bill (or both!) in several eggs.  Put jellybeans or M&M’s in all remaining eggs/containers and sell each egg for $1.

Pet Photo Contest
Teachers and students post a picture of their pet (s) on the bulletin board.  Students and staff pay a said amount to vote for the “cutest”, “most unusual”, “ugliest”, “funniest”, etc...  Award all winners a pet prize – such as a pet toy, dog/cat treats, cat litter, etc…

Jelly Bean/Candy Counting Contest
Students guess the number of candy pieces in a jar for a small donation.  The student closest to the correct amount wins the candy.  
Administrator Challenge
Approach the Principal, a Coach or favorite Teacher to agree to some fun or zany consequence if students/staff raise a designated amount of money.  (Example: If your school raises a goal amount of $1,000 by selling “I want to see Principal Smith dance!” tickets for $2, the Principal promises to do the Chicken Dance at an all school assembly!)  

Teacher Baby Picture Contest
Teachers each bring in one of their baby pictures.  Pictures are displayed and students try to guess who’s who.  Charge a small donation for each guess and the student naming the most teachers wins a prize.

Bowl-A-Thon
Students ask friends and relatives to sponsor them for 5 cents per pin.  If the student scores 100, they collect a $5 donation per sponsor.  The student who raises the most money wins a prize.  Ask your local bowling alley to donate a few lanes for the event.

Raffle
Request donated items from the community – such as a bike, tickets to an athletic event, a doll, etc. – and raffle them off. 

Spirit Chains
Students create a paper chain in school colors with links sold for $1 each.  It can be used to decorate the hallways, classrooms, or gymnasium.

Skip for a Wish
Students get pledges from friends and family on how long they can skip.  You can designate any amount: $15 for 30 minutes, $30 for an hour, etc…
